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Application to withhold, remove or amend information from the GO Register
under Subsection 114(1) of the Future Made in Australia (Guarantee of Origin) Act 2024
under Subsection 60(1) of the Future Made in Australia (Guarantee of Origin) Rules 2025 
Purpose of this form
This form is to be used to apply to the Clean Energy Regulator, under subsection 114(1) of the Future Made in Australia (Guarantee of Origin) Act 2024 (GO Act), to withhold or remove information from the GO Register, or under subsection 60(1) of the Future Made in Australia (Guarantee of Origin) Rules 2025 (GO Rules), to amend information on the GO Register.
Note that if the request is approved, the GO Register will be updated to reflect the amendment, or to remove the specified information.
Eligibility
The Guarantee of Origin register (GO Register) includes details of registered persons, Product Guarantee of Origin (PGO) profiles, Renewable Electricity Guarantee of Origin (REGO) facilities, and PGO and REGO certificates. It is made available to the public.
Section 114(1) of the GO Act sets out that registered persons may apply to have certain information withheld or removed from the GO Register. 
The Clean Energy Regulator may grant the application under subsection 114(2) if it is satisfied that any of the following apply:
the publication of the information may prejudice national security
the publication of the information may harm public safety or the safety of an individual
the information contains commercially sensitive information.
Rule 60 of the GO Rules sets out that registered persons may apply to amend the GO Register in relation to: 
the registered person
a renewable electricity facility for which the person holds a registration
a registered REGO certificate for which the person is the registered owner.
