Eligibility

Under section 17 of the Future Made in Australia (Guarantee of Origin) Act 2024 (GO Act), a registered person must notify the Regulator, in writing, if a specified event occurs or specified circumstances arise in relation to the registered person and must do so within 1 month of the event or circumstances. 
Under section 25 of the GO Act, a registered person must notify the Regulator, in writing, if any events relevant to the fit and proper test prescribed under section 25 of the Act have occurred in relation to the registered person, within 28 days of the event occurring.
Under section 26 of the GO Act, within 28 days after a change in control of a registered person, the registered person must give the Regulator notice in writing of the change in control.
 Under subsection 85(1) of the GO Act and rule 44(1) of the Future Made in Australia (Guarantee of Origin) Rules 2025 (GO Rules), the eligible registered person for a facility must notify the Regulator, in writing, if a specified event occurs in relation to the registered facility and must do so within 1 month of the event.
Under rule 44(2) of the GO Rules, the eligible registered person for a facility must notify the Regulator if the person gave evidence to the Regulator under section 104 of the GO Act in relation to a REGO certificate that included a First Nations attribute and the person becomes aware that the evidence given to the Regulator under that section was not accurate or complete.
